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There are currently 43 Osteopathic Emergency Medicine programs in the country.  Through this news-

letter and the bi-annual Emergeny, I hope to highlight as many programs as possible so that students 

can be exposed to all of their options.  As mentioned before, the best way to gain information about 

these programs is to attend the residency fair during the Fall Conference and the residency panel dur-

ing the Spring Conference.

This residency is based out of Mount Sinai Medical Center, 

which is Miami Beachõs only emergency care provider.  The 

department at MSMC sees approximately 48,000 patients 

a year and is certified as a Trauma II facility.  Residents also 

train at nearby Ryder Trauma Center (one of the busiest 

trauma centers in the country), Miami Childrenõs Hospital, 

and Joe DiMaggio Childrenõs Hospital in Hollywood, FL.  

Resident benefits include: $500 book stipend per year, 3 week vacation at PGY-1 level, 4 week vaca-

tion at high levels, 14 days paid sick leave, free parking, 2 lab coats, and meal allowance while on call.  

Students also participate in 1 month of EMS/flight experience.

ARMC is a 373 bed Trauma and Burn Center.  The Emer-

gency Department has 50+ beds and receives over 

120,000 visits annually.  Residents currently work 16 12-

hour shifts a month and attend weekly conferences.  A 

$700 stipend is provided for books, educational materials, 

and conferences, which residents are highly encouraged to 

attend.  Residents also spend time at a nearby community hospital, St. Bernadine, and Loma Linda 

University Medical Center, where they complete their Pediatric EM requirement.  Additional experi-

ences include EMS/Flight exposure (ARMC has 3 helo pads) and Ultrasound training.
